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Abstract: Advanced clinical practice for faculty member has been accounted as the
very first priority among whom supervising advanced practice nursing students. This
participatory action research aimed to study advanced nursing practice model for the
faculty member. The study was done during October, 2008 and December, 2009 in
Lampang hospital. The study composed of 4 phases, including 1) problem
identification 2) planning phase 3) implementation phase 4) evaluation and
presentation phase. Research instruments including 1) the faculty practice assessment
form 2) the evidence-based practice competency assessment form 3) the advanced
practice nursing competency assessment form 4) the outcome check list form 4)
interview guidelines 6) participatory observation guidelines. Quantitative data were
analyzed by using descriptive statistics, while qualitative data were analyzed from all
resources. The findings revealed that advanced nursing practice model for faculty
members was likely to be a quality improvement through evidence-based practice
(EBP) which was collaboratively planned and managed by faculty members, nursing
administrators, advanced practice nurses (APNs), nurses, and master students. The
faculty advanced practice illustrated the characteristics of a clinical scholarship. The
outcomes of advanced clinical practice for faculty member include twenty six EBP
projects were developed and implemented during the research period and 69.44%
positive outcomes were achieved. All research participants have developed EBP
competencies, APNs and master students have developed advanced practice nursing
competencies.

The results of this study can be used as a guide for developing advanced faculty

practice, improving quality of care, developing competencies for all level of nurses.
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
