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Comfort needs and responses on' comfort needs of patients on traction

Abstract

Getting treatment by traction in fracture patients can affect to comfort on physical
psycho - spiritual, social and environment. Responding to comfort needs of patients
should be of high priority. The purposes of this descriptive study were to investigate
comfort needs and responses on comfort needs of patients on traction.The sample
was 86 patients who were on traction in orthopedic wards of Maharaja Nakorn Chiang
Mai Hospital and were selected based on inclusion criteria. The research instruments
consisted of 1) demographic data 2) a form to record comfort needs and response
on comfort needs of patients on traction. The questionnaire was developed by the
researcher based on the conceptual framework by Kolcaba (2003) and literature
reviews. Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics.

The results of this study revealed that the total scores and each part of comfort
needs were at high level .The total scores and each part of responses on comfort
needs were also at high level.

The results provide basic information for quality of care enhancement to better

meet the comfort needs of patients on traction.
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
