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Abstract

Training in nursing for caring postpartum women and their family, the students require to
have knowledge, skill, virtue and ethics alongside of their practice. In order to provide functional
responsibilities, discipline, entrenched in professional ethics, respect the value and prestige of
the clients. This developmental research aimed to develop experienced learning activities for the
moral and ethical promotion in the fourth year nursing students, Faculty of Nursing, Chiang Mai
University. The samples of this study were 89 fourth year undergraduate nursing students and
four instructors, teaching in Midwifery nursing practice course (654492). Data were collected
between September to December, 2011. The research instruments included: 1) experienced
learning activities, 2) The ethical attitude for student nurse questionnaire developed by Jiraporn
Wattanasri (2004), 3) The behavioral ethics for student nurses questionnaire developed by Jiraporn
Wattanasri (2004), 4) The satisfactory in experience learning activities questionnaire for student
nurses developed by the researchers, and 5) The satisfactory in experience learning activities
questionnaire for instructors developed by the researchers. Data were analyzed by using descriptive

statistics and hypotheses were also tested by t-test.
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The results of study

1. The experienced learning activities to promote morality and ethical for the fourth year
nursing students were comprised of four activities as 1) revitalize morality and ethical activity, 2)
ethical thinking and considering activity, 3) application in real situations activity, and 4) conclusion
of idea activity.

2. The participated nursing students had no different mean score of the ethical attitude
before and after receiving the experienced learning activities but the mean score of ethical
behaviors were statistically significantly higher than before at level of p < .05.

3. The participated nursing students were satisfied toward the experienced learning activities
at high level.

4. The instructors were satisfied toward the experienced learning activities at high level.

The experienced learning activities that developed by researchers can be applied in the

teaching and learning activity to promote morality and ethics of other groups of nursing students.
