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Research status of maternal newborn

nursing and midwifery in the Northem region
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Abstract

Maternal and newborn are the main concern population that important for developing the
countries. There is variety of research issues. None collecting and identifying the research issue
was done. This research aimed to study the research status of maternal newborn nursing and
midwifery in the Northern region. Subjects were researches related with women and family in
childbearing cycle, including the newborn, during 1977 to 2012. Research tools consisted of
a recording form, including place of research, research topic, study subject, year of research
performing, research design, research statistic and status of researcher. Data was collecting
by defining keyword related with subject, intervention, and outcome variables. Data searching
composed of using computer and hand searching. Data were analyzed by using descriptive

statistics.

The results of study

There was 171 studies which related with maternal newborn nursing and midwifery. Most
researches had done in Chiang Mai province (35.67%). Most researches did in  postpartum
women (36.26%) especially breastfeeding issue (14.62%). Most of the study subjects were less
than 100 (46.78%). Most researches had done during 2008-2012 (42.70%).Most researches
design was descriptive researches (42.11%). Independent t-test was the most statistic used
in researches (39.76%). Most researchers had done by master students (35.67%).

This study can use as a basic information for nurse instructor, nurse-midwife, master
students and advanced practice nurse (APN) for planning future research in maternal newborn

nursing and midwifery.
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
