Abstract

Collaborative learning was aimed to encourage students to work together and corresponding
with the education for the 21st century that focuses on providing learners with the learning
skills, critical thinking, communication, collaboration and creativity. This study aimed to find the
effects of collaborative learning on skill and perceive efficacy in educating postpartum women
of the senior nursing students. The samples were 114 senior nursing students, Faculty of Nursing,
Chiang Mai University. Data were collected during September to December, 2013. The research
instruments consisted of Lesson Plan of Collaborative Learning in Educating Postpartum Women,
The Assessment Form for Evaluate Skills of Nursing Students in Educating Postpartum Women
and The Evaluation Form in Perceive Efficacy in Educating Postpartum Women of Senior Nursing
Students. Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics and T-test.

The results of study

The results of this study revealed that skill in educating postpartum women of senior
nursing students after received the lesson plan had average score over 60 percent, equal to
81.87 (SD = 3.46) and the score of perceive efficacy in educating postpartum women of senior
nursing students after received the lesson plan had average score statistically significant higher
than before received the lesson plan (t = 8.34; p <0.001).

The result of this study could conclude that collaborative learning can develop skills in

educating postpartum women of senior nursing students.
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
