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Abstract
ASurvey of HIV/AIDS Affected the Elderly in Chiang Mai Province, Thailand

The objective of this study was conducted to analyze the magnitude of the impact of HIV/
AIDS affected on elderly. The subjects were 136 elderly selected by purposive sampling aged 50 and
over whose adult child or spouse or other family member sick or died of HIV/AIDS. The subjects were
residing in four districts of Chiang Mai including Maung, Doi Saket, Mae On and Doi Lor. Data were
collected using an HIV/AIDS Impacts on Older Persons Questionnaire and were analyzed using
descriptive statistics. The results revealed that the impacts of HIV/AIDS on elderly include economic,
social status and health impacts, poverty, debt, social isolation and illness, in particular. It is
recommended that alleviation of these effects should be enhanced to improve the quality of life of the
HIV/AIDS affected elderly and the infected older persons.
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
